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I. Report of the One Hundred and Third Annual Meeting
The One Hundred and Third Annual SSPP meeting was held March 9–12, 2011, at the Hotel Monteleone in New Orleans, LA.  Dr. Chase Wrenn (University of Alabama) managed local arrangements.

Dr. Robert Barnard (University of Mississippi) chaired the philosophy program committee.  The philosophy program consisted of 81 papers, 18 with commentaries, in 32 sessions with 9 invited sessions.  77 colleges, universities, and other institutions were represented.

Dr. Nicholas von Glahn (California State Polytechnic University, Pomona) chaired the psychology program committee.  The psychology program consisted of 52 papers in 16 sessions with 6 invited sessions and 1 Key Barkley Symposium on the History of Psychology.  39 colleges, universities, and other institutions were represented.

The President’s Invited Speaker was Dr. Elliott Sober (University of Wisconsin, Madison).  His talk was “Parsimony and Theory of Mind.”  The Society’s annual business meeting was a plenary session. 

Each year, the SSPP bestows the Richard M. Griffith Memorial Award to members or applicants for membership who are doctoral candidates or have received the doctoral degree within the last five years. The Griffith Award Committee selects the philosopher and the psychologist who give the papers of highest merit.  Dr. Ken Aizawa (Centenary College of Louisiana) chaired the Griffith Committee for Philosophy, which recognized Corey Maley (Princeton University) for his paper, “Clarifying Guilt and Shame.”  Dr. John Monahan (Central Michigan University) chaired the Griffith Committee for Psychology, which recognized Lisa Heimbauer (Georgia State University) for her paper “A Chimpanzee (Pan troglodytes) Recognizes Spoken Words Synthesized as Noise-vocoded and Sine-Wave Speech.”  The award carries a $300 cash prize and commemorative paperweight.

Graduate Student Travel awards were given to Andrew Franks (Central Michigan University) for his paper “Mortality Salience Affects Cooperation Strategies in the Iterated Prisoner's Dilemma Game: A Terror Management Study,” Lisa Heimbauer (Georgia State University), for her paper, “A Chimpanzee (Pan troglodytes) Recognizes Spoken Words Synthesized as Noise-vocoded and Sine-Wave Speech,” Theresa Lopez (University of Arizona) for her paper, “Against the Evolutionary Argument for Moral Skepticism,” Audrey Parrish (Georgia State University) for her paper, “Understanding Economic Decision Making During Coordination Games in Humans, Apes, and Monkeys,” and John Waterman, (Johns Hopkins University) for his paper, “Intuitions are not a Natural Kind.”

Council recommended approval of 26 applicants for full membership and 16 applicants for associate membership in Philosophy. These applications were approved unanimously. Council recommended approval of 7 applicants for full membership and 5 applicants for associate membership in Psychology.  These applications were approved unanimously.  

Secretary, Treasurer, and Committee Reports were presented.  Thomas Polger announced that the site of the 104th Annual SSPP Meeting in 2012 will be in Savannah, GA, at the Hilton Savannah DeSoto.

The following officers were elected at the 2011 business meeting: Dr. Michael Lynch (University of Connecticut), President-Elect; Dr. Chase Wrenn (University of Alabama), Secretary; Dr. Rosalie Kern (Michigan Technological University), Council for Psychology, and Dr. Kristin Andrews (York University), Council for Philosophy.

Continuing officers are Dr. Thomas Polger (University of Cincinnati), Past-President; Dr. J. David Smith (University at Buffalo, SUNY), President; Dr. Michael Beran (Georgia State University), Treasurer; Dr. Gualtiero Piccinini (University of Missouri, St. Louis) and Dr. Carrie Figdor (University of Iowa), Council for Philosophy; Nicholas von Glahn (California State Polytechnic University, Pomona) and Leslee Pollina (Southeast Missouri State University), Council for Psychology; Dr. Kenneth Aizawa (Centenary College of Louisiana), Philosophy Archivist, and AAAS representative; and Dr. James Pate (Georgia State University), Psychology Archivist and AAAS representative.  Dr. Michael Beran is current Webmaster.  

Retiring officers are Dr. John Monahan (Central Michigan University), Past-President; Dr. Chase Wrenn (University of Alabama), Council for Philosophy, Dr. Lori Schmied (Maryville University), Secretary, and Dr. Lauren Taglialatela (Kennesaw State University), Council for Psychology.

III. Calls for Papers
A.  Richard M. Griffith Awards
This is the first call for papers for the Richard M. Griffith Memorial Awards. Two cash awards of $300 each plus engraved paperweights will be made for the papers of greatest excellence, one in philosophy and one in psychology, presented at the annual conference in 2011. The awards are presented at the business meeting that concludes the conference. The rules for this competition state that applicants must either have received their Ph.D. no more than five years prior to the date of the annual meeting at which the paper is presented or must be current candidates for the Ph.D. Applicants must be sole or first author of the submission and be present at the meeting to deliver the paper. All Griffith Award applicants must be either SSPP members or applicants for membership and must indicate their eligibility and whether they are submitting for the philosophy or psychology award on their paper submission forms.

B. Graduate Student Travel Grants
Up to six travel grants (up to three in philosophy and up to three in psychology) will be awarded to graduate students whose papers are accepted for the 2011 program.  Students can apply for these grants simply by indicating their eligibility on their SSPP submission form.  To be eligible for a travel grant, the applicant must be a member or applicant for membership in SSPP and a graduate student in a doctoral program in philosophy or psychology. Applicants may be either the sole or joint authors of the paper or abstract they submit. The travel grants will be awarded on a competitive basis by the Program Committee of each discipline, whose chair will notify recipients at the same time they are sent their acceptance notices for the program.

Southern Society for Philosophy and Psychology
Founded in 1904
The Southern Society for Philosophy and Psychology has approximately 600 members consisting of both philosophers and psychologists.  The purpose of the society is to promote philosophy and psychology in the southern section of the United States by encouraging new research, facilitating the exchange of ideas, fostering the educational foundation of philosophy and psychology, and improving the academic status of these subjects.

The primary activities of the society are its annual conferences. These annual meetings consist of concurrent programs in philosophy and psychology as well as joint, plenary sessions of mutual interest to philosophers and psychologists. Each annual meeting features a distinguished speaker invited by the President, alternating between a philosopher and a psychologist. Recent President’s Invited Speakers have been Lisa Feldman Barrett (2010), Paul Bloom (2009), Thomas Carr (2008), John Searle (2007), James L. McClelland (2006), Kenneth Shaffner (2005), and Stephen Kosslyn (2004).

Each year the Southern Society for Philosophy and Psychology presents the Richard M. Griffith Memorial Award for papers of greatest excellence, one in philosophy and one in psychology. Members or applicants for membership who have received their Ph.D. during the past five years or who are Ph.D. candidates are eligible to compete for the award. The award carries a $300 cash prize presented at the business meeting that concludes the annual conference, plus a commemorative paperweight.
